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Owr Vicar writes

The Lord be with you.

February is a curious month. It can feel like the deep middle of winter,
cold mornings, grey skies, icy pavements - and yet it is also the month
when the days begin to lengthen in a way we start to notice.

That gentle movement from darkness towards light fits beautifully with
the Church’s journey in February. Early in the month, we reach
Candlemas, the Presentation of Christ in the Temple, when Mary and
Joseph bring the infant Jesus to Jerusalem, and Simeon takes him in his
arms and declares with tenderness and awe: “My eyes have seen your
salvation ... a light for revelation to the Gentiles”.

It’'s a moment of recognition. No fireworks. No fanfare. Just a faithful,
elderly man, in the ordinary rhythms of worship, suddenly seeing that God
has kept his promise. Candlemas reminds us that God so often comes to
us like that: quietly, faithfully, in the ordinary life, and yet, once we have
seen him, everything is changed. Christ is not simply a private comfort,
but light for all peoples, for the whole world.

And then, as February continues, we’re led towards Ash Wednesday and
Lent. Ash Wednesday begins with a call to turn back to God, not to shame
us, but to free us. Lent is, in the end, about love: making space again for
the God who already loves us.

It’s in this context that February can be recognised as quietly challenging.
The lectionary readings through the month ask us real questions: What
does faith look like in daily life? What does it mean to be “salt” and “light”
in the world? How do justice, kindness, and humility shape our
discipleship? And when we face temptation, whether it’s the temptation
to despair, to distraction, to self-reliance, or something less subtle. What
would it mean to answer, as Jesus does, with trust in the Father?



| invite us all this month to renew our life together: to pray for one
another and for our community, to offer practical support and
encouragement to one another as winter lingers and Lent approaches.
Wherever you are currently at on your faith journey, whether you are
confident or a well-known member of our community, or whether you
feel a little on the edge just now, unsure where you are spiritually, let
Candlemas and Lent do their quiet work in you.

My prayer: In the familiar, may God renew your joy; in the difficult, may
he strengthen your hope; and in our shared worship, may we be
reminded that we belong to one another as we belong to Christ. As
February turns toward Lent, may God grant us the grace to recognise
Jesus anew and the courage to follow where his light leads. Amen

ST MARY'S BELLS -
“T'HE BELLRINGER”

Last year, whilst writing the series of
articles on our Ring 425 project, my
tellow ringer Jean Heaslip very kindly
donated a few ringing books that she
had collected over many years of
ringing.

One that immediately caught my eye
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was a very small red booklet — just 30 pages — published by S.P.C.K. in
1927 (priced 3d.) and titled “The Bellringer” as part of their “Plain Guides
to Lay Work” series.

The book was written by Rev. C.D.P. Davies who was himself a
prominent ringer. Itis a charming little book, not least because of the
somewhat dated writing style of the time, but its real value lies is the way
in which it reflects the prevailing attitudes of that time (and of the
preceding 50 years or so).

The end of the 19th and start of the 20th centuries was a key period of
renewal for bellringing across the country. Goldington was no exception.
This was exactly when the first major improvements were made to the
four bells in the tower since they were originally installed 200 years
earlier. This little book therefore gives real insight into the likely
motivations.

After a brief introduction on ringing, the main thrust from Rev. Davies in
this book seems to be to stress the improvements made by the ringing
community towards becoming, in his view at least, increasingly
respectable and diligent in their craft.

He sees part of the image problem for ringers as stemming from their
comparative lack of visibility. This he outlines in a section headed
‘Ringers and Singers’:

In some ways the ringers are comparable with the choir.
Both are very distinctly church-workers — it might almost
be said both ministers of the church. But there are great
differences. The work of the choir is in and part of the
service. The work of the ringers is preparatory to it. The
choir are necessarily part of the congregation. The ringers
are not necessarily so. The work of the choir is known and



seen of all worshippers, whereas, [generally| the work of
the ringer is carried on in a room upstairs and out of sight.

Being a ringer himself meant that the author could be wondertfully candid
in describing some views of ringing amongst ordinary church-goers:

To most it is at the best an inscrutable mystery [...]
Some few even regard it as a mild form of lunacy.

My favourite quote comes after a section where Rev. Davies has been
describing the benefits arising from the establishment of regular
published journals dedicated to the subject of ringing:

This constituted a great step forward. On the one hand it
shed a new light on ringing, ringers, their doings and their
aspirations. Whereas previously ringers were generally
regarded as a species of cave-dwellers, and their science as
something occult, if not uncanny, it some became apparent
that they were men with minds, and that at least they
might possibly be worth some attention.

Throughout the book there is a sense of an underlying snobbery between
what the author describes as a ‘round-ringer’ of the old style (content
with very simple ringing) and the more modern ‘change-ringer’ who is
revelling in all these recent advances in the pursuit of their craft of
change-ringing. But ultimately it is exactly this distinction and sense of
advancement that likely drove the improvements at Goldington at the
turn of the twentieth century. Improvements that at last made precisely
such change-ringing a real possibility here for the first time.

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| wonder if you have ever
come across St Agnes of
Rome? Until | began reading
for a sermon on her Feast Day
| knew very little of her other
than that she was just a girl
when she was martyred. Born
in 291 into Roman nobility,
she was put to death on 21
January 304, today marked as
her Feast Day. As a 12 year
old, Agnes was absolutely
committed to her faith and a
life of service to Christ.
Stunningly beautiful she was
reportedly pursued by a

number of suitors, but the young Agnes had taken a vow of chastity,
committing to having just one spouse in her life — Christ. Refusing to
abandon her faith to marry the son of an important Roman official Agnes
was arrested and brought before Roman authorities. Despite threats and
cajoling, she remained firm in her faith and this was to cost her her life. |
will spare you the details but her end was a very brutal one, although
reports state that she went serenely and courageously to her death,
continuing to pray and to praise God until the end. Her burial site in Rome
has become a place of pilgrimage, and the Basilica of Sant'Agnese fuori le
mura, constructed over her tomb, can still be visited today.

St Agnes is traditionally depicted as a long haired young girl with a lamb, a
sword and a palm branch. Her name means “chaste” in Greek and “lamb”
in Latin and she is often pictured with a lamb. Her place as one of the few
female saints mentioned in the Roman Canon speaks of her significance in
the Church. Each year, on her feast day, two lambs are blessed in her
honour and their wool is later used to make special liturgical vestments
worn by archbishops in the Roman Catholic Church.

Agnes is patron saint of, among other things, girls, victims of sexual abuse,
engaged couples, gardeners and reportedly Girl Guides (although | was
not able to evidence that one). Our prayer points below reflect these
patronages and | hope that you will join me in praying through them this
month.

Prayers for families and children:

1. Give thanks for the life of St Agnes, her commitment to her faith,
and the example she sets us.

2. Pray for those girls and young women who are victims of abuse of
exploitation in any form and the services which strive to safeguard
them.

3. Pray for those who are to be married at St Mary’s in 2026.

Give thanks for our Girlguiding sections and pray that sufficient
leaders will be available to maintain these units locally so that they
might continue to help all girls know that they can do anything

5. Pray for those who maintain the church outdoor spaces and turn
their gardening skills to the benefit of us all.

Heather’s visit to us on December 14™ was a welcome and timely
reminder in the run up to Christmas of how blessed we actually are!

We gathered in the church hall after the morning service where she
shared a video with us and told us about her work with the Rehema
project in Mara, Tanzania.

We heard about and saw on the video some of the work done by
the three income generating enterprises run by Rehema that
provide assistance to women in desperate need; a local Tanzanian
food outlet, a cafe selling food of a more international flavour and a
workshop that has an accompanying craft shop. The women are
employed in one of these enterprises and trained in different skills
enabling them to become self-sufficient and provide for their
families.

We were able to see first-hand some of the high quality, well made,
colourful craft work made by the Rehema ladies as Heather had
brought with her a selection of items for sale; enabling us to do a bit
of Christmas shopping whilst helping to fund the work.
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We heard about 9yr old Mariam who regularly visits Rehema with
her sister whilst their grandmother goes to choir practice at the
nearby Cathedral. (Their mother had passed away)

One of the staff noticed that Mariam looked sick and after being
taken to see a doctor was diagnosed with sickle cell anaemia. The
project’s assistance programme has been able to fund the monthly
cost of her treatment and medicine TSH 40,000 (£13).

Also of how for some children who are from impoverished families
are provided with a meal at Rehema and in some cases, might well
be the only meal they will have that day.

You may recall that | mentioned in a previous magazine report last
summer about Heather’s work, how challenging she found it in the
intense heat to sleep at night. She had saved up to buy an air con
unit for her room but upon hearing about someone in desperate
need of finances for cancer treatment, she decided to bless them
with all the money she had saved. In chatting privately to Heather |
told her how | had been challenged by her selfless generosity and
kindness and had been praying that God would provide air con for
her.

She testified to God having answered literally as she left Tanzania
to come to the UK. An anonymous person had donated a generous
amount to CMS specifically to provide air con, not just for Heathers
bedroom but for the whole house!

How good is God! Eph.3:20

May we be faithful in praying for God’s continued blessing and
protection over Heather and the work of Rehema.

1. Epiphany (January 6™) and St Stephen’s Day (December 26™). The
date of Ash Wednesday is determined by the date of Easter Day.

2. Palm Sunday and Pentecost - both dependent on Easter. The Feast of
the Transfiguration falls on August 6.

3. Ascension day, followed by Pentecost, Trinity Sunday and finally St
Andrew’s Day in November

4. Pentecost always falls in May or June, so never in February or April.

5a. Inthe western church the date for Easter was fixed at the first
Council of Nicea in 325 AD using the Gregorian Calendar. Eastern
Orthodox churches still calculate Easter from the Julian Calendar.

5b. The date of Easter is calculated from the phases of the moon and
falls on the first Sunday after the first full moon following the vernal
equinox. As the lunar calendar is different from the solar calendar this
means Easter varies. To confuse the issue further, a theoretical lunar
calendar is actually used!
